The Event

Before you come:

Take some time to pray for the event.
Keep in mind the neighborhood. Do not wear Red or Blue. Do not wander alone.
Do not bring expensive jewelry or gadgets.

When you come:

Give your name and ask them for theirs. Refer to people by name when possible.
We do not want to treat people like cattle.

You can refer to “people in need” or our “patrons” but not “the poor”

Most important remember who we are and why we are doing this. Attitude is
everything here. We are the representatives of our Church and of Christ. So be
mindful of what you say and do.

Whether you carpool or not be at the center by 8:30am. We will set up and be ready by
9am. We plan to take the last person around 11:00 so we can be done at 11:30. We will
clean up and plan to leave at 12 noon.

The Give-away:

We will set up a table at the entrance. A Hands associate will fill out the
registration forms and verify the patron’s name and address with a utility bill or
ID.

We will offer prayer after registration. After prayer, patrons will be called to the
clothes room in the order they registered. If the patron in front is in prayer we
wait till they are ready, no skipping over people who are praying.

The clothes will be set up around the room on tables or racks. Tell each patron
how much they can take, one or two bags. Keep track of time in/out.

Patrons will be called by name to the pantry when time is up in the clothes room.
An associate will bag items chosen by the patron.

On the way out each family will be given a Dovetail box.
